We envision surplus food from the
Columbia basin area being processed, taking 
the form of soup mixes and dried fruits and
being distributed to reputable established
Christian Relief organizations that seek to
provide systemic change and emergency
relief to those who suffer from hunger.

We have been in contact with Serve
Wenatchee, the PUD, packing companies,
churches, youth groups and civic clubs. At
this time our main goal is to share the vision
of WVG. 

Consider the Facts

Our Eastern Washington area has ideal
growing conditions with an abundance of
fruit and vegetable crops. Confronted daily
by the images of human starvation around
the world and needs in our own community
we feel the need to be good stewards of our
resources and “glean” this abundance. 

Literally, billions of tons of food each year are 
dumped into landfills or given to farmers to
feed animals. This food does not meet market 
standards due to outward blemishes, yet
internally, the fruit or vegetable is perfectly
edible.

Okanagan Gleaners in Oliver BC donated 
two 4 ton commercial dryers, 9 - 50 tray
stainless steel racks and over 400 2 x 3
foot stainless steel trays. One dryer, 6 racks 
and 250 trays  were picked up in April and 
are now in open storage in Cashmere. 

Nearly 40 volunteers attended a work party 
in July and worked on the 4-ton dryer 
re-seting the wheels on the racks. They
cleaned the stainless steel trays, and re-set
the dryer door to accommodate  more
stainless steel racks. The dryer now has an
capacity of drying nearly 3,200  pounds of 
fruit and vegetables per load.
